The Galatians

The Galatians were Gauls that were in Asia (now Turkey) and also
In Europe.

Julius Caesar (100-44BC) (in the “Gallic Wars”, 58-51BC) equated
some of the people called Gauls in the Roman language as the
Celts (as they were in their native language) and inhabited modern
France. The Druids led Gaul religious activities.

Caesar described the Druids as worshipping “the immortal gods”,
calendars with night starting days, believing in reincarnation, and
performing sacrificial rituals burning innocent people and the large
sacrificial ceremony where many people were burnt alive at one
time to protect the whole from famine, plague, and war (“Gallic
Wars”, Chapter 14/16/18)

Gaul husbands had the power of life and death over wives and
children, and often upon death of the man, servants, and loved
ones were thrown into the funeral fire ("Gallic Wars”, Chapter 19)

The Galatians

 The Roman forces that conquered Gaul and much of
the British Isles mention the “Celtic” festival of
Samhain.

« Gallic druids presided over human or animal sacrifices
that were made in wooded groves or crude temples.
They also appear to have held the responsibility for
preserving the annual agricultural calendar and
instigating seasonal festivals which corresponded to
key points of the lunar-solar calendar.




Samhain

The four Celtic seasonal festivasl were Samhain, Imbolc,
Beltaine, and Lughnasa.

Sambhain (a Gaelic word pronounced "sow-win") is traced back
over 2000 years and honored the Celtic lord of the dead

Samhain was November 1 but the celebration started on the
evening of October 31 since the Celtic calendar started each

day at sunset.

The day marked the end of the season of the sun (also the end
of the harvest season) and the beginning of the season of
darkness

The Celtic belief was that on Samhain the borders between this
world and the “otherworld” opened, allowing the spirits to pass
through

All Saints Day

» All Saints Day was decreed by Emperor Louis the
Pious, issued "at the instance of Pope Gregory |V in
835 AD for November 1 to venerate the dead saints.

evening of Oct 31 known as All Hallows Eve is started
by the Vespers...

Jack-o-Lantern — The Terrible Truth

“Jack with the Lantern”, First written reference in 1663.

According to the tale, God wouldn’t accept trickster Jack into
heaven, and Satan wouldn’t accept him into hell, but Lucifer was
nice enough to throw a burning ember of coal Jack’s way, which
Jack then kept in a hollowed out turnip. Jack was then cursed to
wander the world with his glowing turnip until Judgement Day.

Bobbing for apples was originally a fortune telling exercise.

Dressing up was originally dressing drably “like an evil spirit” so
people would be seen as like spirits to the “evil spirits” when they
came out that night.

Every year on Halloween, many children throughout the world dress
up in costumes and go door to door in a ritual known as trick or
treating . . . unaware that their innocent masquerade is actually the

remnants of a Druidic religious practice from times most ancient.
