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His Passover

In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the month, between
the evening times is 4144’s Passover. (Leviticus 23:5, LXXE)

And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye shall keep
it a feast to 24144 throughout your generations; ye shall keep it
a feast by an ordinance for ever. (Exodus 12:14)

Let the children of Israel also keep the Passover at His
appointed season. (Numbers 9:2)

Observe the month of Abib, and keep the Passover unto 4144
thy Aluhiym... (Deuteronomy 16:1)

And ye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to thee and to
thy sons for ever... And it shall come to pass, when your children
shall say unto you, What mean ye by this service? That ye shall
say, It is the sacrifice of 4144’s Passover, who passed over the
houses of the children of Israel in Egypt, when he smote the
Egyptians, and delivered our houses... (Exodus 12:24/26-27)

Passover Preparation

« And #1441 spoke to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt,
saying, This month [shall be] to you the beginning of months: it is
the first to you among the months of the year. Speak to all the
congregation of the children of Israel, saying, On the tenth of this
month let them take each man a lamb according to the houses of
their families, every man a lamb for his household... It shall be to
you a lamb unblemished, a male of a year old: ye shall take it of
the lambs and the kids. And it shall be kept by you till the
fourteenth of this month, and all the multitude of the

congregation of the children of Israel shall kill it toward evening.
(Exodus 12:1-3,5-6, LXXE)

— Passover preparation begins on the 3
10" day of the first month by selecting
a lamb and continues to the 14" (until
even) by inspecting the lamb for
blemishes and removing leaven from
the house




The Passover Meal

* And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with fire,
and unleavened bread; and with bitter herbs they
shall eat it. Eat not of it raw, nor sodden at all with
water, but roast with fire; his head with his legs, and with
the purtenance thereof. And ye shall let nothing of it
remain until the morning; and that which remaineth of
it until the morning ye shall burn with fire. And thus shall
ye eat it; with your loins girded, your shoes on your feet,
and your staff in your hand; and ye shall eat it in haste:

it is 4144's Passover. (Exodus 12:8-11)

And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou
lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a

And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laid it upon
Isaac his son... they went both of them together.

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Passover

The Passover to 24194 begins at even on the fourteenth day of the
first month. On the fifteenth day of the same month begins the
Feast of Unleavened Bread to 2Y44.. For seven days you must eat
unleavened bread.

Israel/Judea would go up to Jerusalem and celebrate.

The high priest selected unblemished lambs from Bethlehem and
brought the lambs into the city to the Temple along a procession
attended and celebrated by all attending Israel/Judea (10th).

The lambs were then inspected by the people at the Temple for
blemishes (11th-13th).

Two unblemished lambs were the final sacrifices on the Temple
Mount on the morning and late afternoon prior to Passover as the
sacrifice for all Israel/Judea (14th).

The Passover meal was eaten after sundown (14th).



The Feast Ordinances

* ...So the workmen built the temple of 444, And the priests stood
arrayed in their vestments with musical instruments and trumpets;
and the Levites the sons of Asaph had cymbals, singing songs of
thanksgiving, and praising 4744, according as David the king of
Israel had ordained. (1 Esdras 5:56-57, LXXE)

- These ordinances are the details of the “shadow of good things to
come”

- No scrolls of the ordinances of David has been found to date but
many of the traditional ritual procedures/ details have been

- Strike its blood on the side/upper door posts (Exodus 12:7)
> No bone broken (Exodus 12:46)
> Eat its flesh (Exodus 12:8)
> Of the first year (Exodus 12:5)
> Nothing remains at morning (12:10)

« Thou mayest not sacrifice the passover within any of thy gates,
which 4744 thy Aluhiym giveth thee: But at the place which 4144
thy Aluhiym shall choose to place His hame in, there thou shalt
sacrifice the passover at even, at the going down of the sun, at the
season that thou camest forth out of Egypt. (Deuteronomy 16:5-6)

- (Golgotha was just outside of the city's gates and walls
- Golgotha was the northern part of Mount Moriah
- His name was placed on a sign at the cross

- Y44 had predestined this place to place His name and sacrifice

- ...one of them ran, and took a spunge, and filled it with
vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave Him to drink... when

He had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the spirit.
(Matthew 27:48/50)
